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Additional Notes: 
Harry has been working on the [l] sound in isolation and is now achieving [l] with 90% accuracy in isolation. He has started to practice blending the [l] sound with vowels in VC formats. He is struggling to produce [l] in CV formats. 

It is recommended that Harry practices for 5 minutes, 3 times per day. It is recommended that Harry is accompanied by an adult to observe his drilling practice, because Harry’s auditory processing problems means he does not always get the correct feedback from the sound he produces. Therefore, he needs other to check the sound to ensure tongue placement is correct and doesn’t sound:
1. Too nasal (which may mean the tongue is closer to the [n] position.

2. Similar to a [g] sound which means his tongue is retracting and lifting at the back

3. Similar to a [j] (‘y’) sound which means his tongue is retracting and spreading at the back. 

He will need advice and encouragment on how to maintain the [l] placement when going through this hierarchy of isolation/CV/VC and words.

This plan will be reviewed if he meets the success criteria prior to 17th May 2014, or if requested by a parent/teacher if difficulties progressing to each stage is slow.

This is a hierarchy and success must be achieved at each level before progressing to the next target.
