ACTIVE LISTENING

i)
Talk about the skills we need to be able to listen, i.e.


-
look at the speaker’s face


-
speaker needs to speak loud enough, but no too loud


-
speaker’s message cannot be too long or complex


-
need to be facing the speaker


-
need to keep still.

ii)
Set up a role play – perhaps with me, one person pretends to be the “listener” and one person the “speaker.”  Act out some of the above deliberate mistakes whilst having a


‘conversation’ – see if the children can spot why that person is not listening.

iii)
Apply the above rules to the group.  See if the children can ‘monitor’ each other and say what the other is doing when they are not listening.
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
