SPEECH AND LANGUAGE THERAPY ADVICE

ACTION + PLACE, INCLUDING ADJECTIVE

AIM:

To encourage three word level expression.

ACTIVITY:
Action + place, including adjective.

This activity will help the child to say sentences containing three information carrying words;

eg,
“Jump  on  the   big        wall”

           (action)       (adjective) (place)

Equipment:

Doll or action figure with moveable arms and legs


Big House    )


Little House )
Made out of


Big Wall      )

Lego bricks


Little Wall   )

Method:
Part 1:
Talk about the doll/action figure being very good at climbing.  Demonstrate how it can climb the big wall.  Show the child how it can sit on the big house etc.  Name a variety of actions (stand, sit, jump, lie.)  Then hand the doll/action figure to the child and give a few requests,

e.g.
“Make him jump on the big wall”


“Make him stand on the little house.”

Part 2:

Say “It’s my turn now.  You tell me what to make him do.”

Get the request ‘wrong’ sometimes to encourage the use of negatives,

e.g.
“Not the tree” or “Not standing – jumping!”

If the child says, for example, “Jump on there” and points to a place, model the correct three word sentence for him/her,

e.g.
“Do you want him to jump on the little wall?”

OR
“Where?” and give a forced alternative


“Jump on the little wall or jump on the big wall?”
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
