SPEECH AND LANGUAGE THERAPY ADVICE

OBJECT + PLACE INCLUDING POSSESSIVE

AIM:

To develop 3 word level understanding.

ACTIVITY:
Object + Place including possessive

This activity will help the child understand sentences containing 3 information carrying words:

eg:
“Put the  ball  in  Teddy’s  box


object + possessive + place

EQUIPMENT:
Dolly




Teddy




2 bags




2 boxes




Variety of objects

PROCEDURE:

Introduce Teddy and Dolly.  Set them down on either side of you.  Give Teddy a bag and a box and do the same for Dolly.  Say “this is Teddy’s bag and box and these are Dolly’s.”

Place the objects in front of the child naming each one as you do so.

At first, hand an object to the child and ask him/her to:


“Put the brush in Teddy’s bag”


“Put the car in Dolly’s box.”

By giving the child the object, the sentence contains two information carrying words, “Teddy’s bag” and Dolly’s box.”  This is to make sure the child understands possessives.

Move onto three word level sentences,

eg
“Put the cup in Teddy’s bag”


“Put the brush in Dolly’s bag.”

Remember not to point, eye point or gesture when giving the requests.

Keep a score sheet with the requests written down before you start the activity.  This helps to make sure a variety of requests are given and also highlights any difficulties. If the child makes any errors circle the word(s) they did not understand.

Encourage the child to tell you what he has done.  If the child says, for example, “Brush box” accept what he/she has said but always model the tree word sentence,

eg
“That’s right, brush in Teddy’s box.”

When encouraging the child to say three word sentences, use lots of pointing and gestures to help (unlike when giving requests when giving clues is to be avoided.)

If the child makes an error, acknowledge what he/she has done and demonstrate the request for him/her:

e.g.
Request “Put the brush in Teddy’s box”


(the child puts it in Teddy’s bag.)

“Good try, you’ve put the brush in Teddy’s bag,

shall we put the brush in Teddy’s box.”
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
