SPEECH AND LANGUAGE THERAPY ADVICE

ADJECTIVES BIG/LITTLE ( 3 INFORMATION CARRYING WORDS))

This activity will help the child to understand sentences with three information carrying words and also big/little.

Equipment:
Big box, little box, big chair, little chair, doll.

Actions:
Run, jump.

Step 1:

This part of the activity will help the child to understand big/little.  Place the two boxes in front of him/her but spaced well apart. 

Hand the child the doll.

Say:
“Here’s the big box and here’s the little box” (point to each one in turn)

Say:
“Make Dolly run to the big box”


“Make Dolly run to the little box”

Repeat the requests a few more times to establish his/her understanding of big/little.

Step 2:

In this part of the activity the size and place is varied.

Add the two chairs, place them to one side of the child and place the boxes on the other side.  “Here’s a big chair and here’s a little chair.”(point to each one in turn)

Make a game of it.  Say, for example, “Now let’s see how fast Dolly can run!”

Vary the requests,

Say:
“Make Dolly run to the little   chair”  


“Make Dolly run to the big box”


“Make Dolly run to the big   chair”


“Make Dolly run to the little  box”

If the child is able to follow the requests, move on to the next part.

Step 3

Introduce the action jump , eg “Make Dolly jump to the little chair.”

In this part of the act, the sentences carry three information carrying words and the child  will need to listen carefully and understand choices in:



size – big/little



place – box/chair



action – run/jump

Say, for example, “Dolly’s getting fed up with running all the time, make her jump to the little chair.”

Continue giving requests as before, varying the size, action and place.
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
