SPEECH AND LANGUAGE THERAPY ADVICE

MATCHING

1. Object to Object Matching.

You will need:
Set of common objects x 2




e.g. cup, spoon, ball, teddy

Put 2 objects out, e.g. cup and teddy.

Get the match of one of these, e.g. the teddy.  See if the child can match the 2 teddies together.

Say things like:

“Look at this, can you find the other one?”

“Find me one the same”

Be careful not to say the actual name of the object.

Repeat with another 2 objects.

2. Picture to Picture Matching.

You will need:
Set of pictures of objects used in 1.  x 2

Procedure as for 1.

3. Object to Picture Matching.

You will need:
Set of objects as in 1.




Set of matching pictures as in 2.

Procedure as for 1. Putting out 2 pictures and giving the child an object to match to one of the pictures.

These activities follow a progression of difficulty.  Do not move on until you feel the child is confident at one stage.

REMEMBER:

1. Do not use the actual object or picture name.

2. Do not point to or look at the object/picture to be match (this would give a clue!)

3. Vary the order of the objects/pictures i.e. do not always put the one to be matched on the left.
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
